RCIA News

Lent is a busy time for those in the Rite of Christian Initiation for
Adults, or RCIA. During Lent, we enter the period of Purification and
Enlightenment, a time of deeper and more intense preparation for
celebration of the paschal mystery at the Easter Vigil.

On the First Sunday of Lent, we celebrated the Rites of Sending (here at
St. Dominic) and Election (at St. Peter in Chains Cathedral.) The Elect,
members of their families and some members of St. Dominic’s RCIA
team are pictured.

On the Third, Fourth and Fifth Sundays of Lent, the church celebrated
the Scrutinies with the Elect (Candidates and Catechumens) who are participating in the parish Rite of
Christian Initiation for Adults program, or RCIA.
