Anyone who is sick or elderly and in need of physical or emotional 
healing can come to this sacrament which will be communally 
celebrated annually. Those who would like to receive the sacrament 
before a hospital stay or surgery are invited to call the Parish Office 
to make arrangements. The sacrament is also available to those who 
may be near death. Please call the parish emergency line. Someone 
will respond to your call. Please inform the Parish Office when a 
member of the parish is hospitalized.

Considering Entering the Catholic Church?
RCIA is the process through which adults are fully initiated into the 
Catholic faith community. The process provides for different levels 
of entry.

Every Saturday, 8:45 a.m. to 9:30 a.m., or by appointment.

Sacrament of Matrimony
One of the engaged or his/her parents must be a registered and 
active parishioner for six months prior to scheduling a wedding. 
Scheduling must take place at least six months in advance of the 
wedding. Weddings are not scheduled during Advent or Lenten 
Seasons. A marriage preparation program is required.

SIGN OF PEACE AND COMMUNION FROM THE CUP
DURING FLU SEASON

very helpful precaution. It is important that children also take these 
same precautions.

ANOTHER WAY TO SUPPORT ST. DOMINIC
Are you age 70 and a half and required by the IRS to take annual 
distributions from your IRA account, also known as Required 
Minimum Distributions (RMD)? If so, you may consider making 
a Qualified Charitable Distribution (QCD) from your IRA account 
directly to St. Dominic Parish. QCD’s will satisfy your annual 
distribution requirement, (RMD), and will not be included in your 
taxable income for the year.

PARENTAL PREPARATION FOR THEIR INFANT’S BAPTISM 
Baptisms take place on the first two Sundays of each month at 
1:00 p.m. Parents requesting Baptism of their first child are asked 
to attend a preparation session. During this time, we will look at the 
history and theology of the sacrament, reflect on our own Baptism, 
and look at ways to pass the Catholic faith on to our children.

7741, ext. 0, for the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick 
BEFORE you go to the hospital.

4.	 Ask your nurse to call a hospital chaplain to offer spiritual 
care, help answer questions, provide communion and help 
contact your parish.

ST. DOMINIC NEWS

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE FOR 2019-2020 SCHOOL YEAR – 
The application process for applying for financial assistance for 
the 2019-2020 school year is now open. If you have a high school 
student next year, and you have applied for assistance through 
FACTS, you do not have to complete the application for your 
St. Dominic student, as long as you have selected St. Dominic 
as one of your schools. PLEASE MAKE CERTAIN YOU HAVE 
SELECTED ST. DOMINIC AS ONE OF YOUR SCHOOLS.

To begin the application process, go to www.factsmgt.com. In the 
upper left corner of the page, click on “Parent Log In.” If you applied 
for assistance last year (2018-2019), your login credentials will be 
the same. If you are utilizing FACTS for tuition payment processing 
for this current school year, your login credentials are the same. 
Click on the link, “Apply for Financial Aid.” The instructions for 
completing the application are relatively intuitive; however, if you 
experience any issues, please contact FACTS at (866) 412-4637.

Awards will first be granted through the Catholic Education 
Foundation (The Archdiocese of Cincinnati’s One Faith One Hope 
One Love Campaign). CEF awards will be announced in February 
2019. St. Dominic will announce Parish awards in the Spring of 
2019. The deadline to apply for assistance is January 31, 2019 
for CEF and St. Dominic Parish Awards. No exceptions can be 
made! You will need your 2017 tax return information. You will also 
have to upload pages 1 & 2 from your 2017 tax return, as well as 
copies of any 2017 W-2’s.
