One of the engaged or his/her parents must be a registered and
active parishioner for six months prior to scheduling a wedding.
Scheduling must take place at least six months in advance of the
wedding. Weddings are not scheduled during Advent or Lenten
Seasons. A marriage preparation program is required.

2. Notify the Parish Office at 471-7741, ext. 0 if you are
in the hospital. (Hospitals no longer make the call.)
3. If you are scheduled for surgery, call the Parish Office at
471-7741, ext. O for the Sacrament of the Anointing of the
Sick BEFORE you go to the hospital.
4. Ask your nurse to call a hospital chaplain to offer spiritual
care, help answer questions, provide communion and
help contact your parish.
